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Spring 2011 Intake Guidelines Set
Regional Directors Council Agrees to conduct intake from January
30-April 9

In November 2011, the Regional Directors Council, along with President Hammock, set the

spring 2012 Collegiate Intake window as January 30 through April 9, 2012. All collegiate intake

activities are required to be held within these dates. The council also agreed to continue with the

collegiate intake approval guidelines that were implemented during the fall and spring 2011

semesters. These guidelines include:

AcCollegiate Intake will be managed by the sponsoring alumni chapter, with the chapter Advisor

or certified alumni member serving as the intake team chairman. Additionally, at least three

alumni members must serve on the chapter intake team.

AThe chapter must be in good financial standing with the international, regional, and state/area.

AThe chapter must have had a person from the chapter certified in 2010 or 2011 to be

considered for intake.

AThe chapter must not have any derogatory portrayal or image on its website, or other social
networking pages

AThe chapter request for intake must be accompanied by a letter of support from the university.

AThe chapter request (PBS 7c Form) must be submitted by the intake chairman and signed by

the registered advisor of the chapter.

Regional Director Goodwin will schedule a web meeting at the beginning of the semester to
further explain the spring 2012 Collegiate Intake process. Also, International Vice President
Jonathan Mason will facilitate an international conference call with all intake team participants on
January 18, 2012. Details on this meeting will be given to the chapters once the logistics are set.

Francis Marion University Suspends Pi Chi
Chapter for a minimum of Seven Years

Francis Marion University has suspended the Pi Chi chapter for a minimum of seven years, due
to its findings related to hazing activities conducted by the chapter during its fall 2011 intake
program. The chapter will not be recognized by the school, and chapter members will not be
allowed to represent the Fraternity on the campus during this time period. After the seven year
period, the chapter will have the right to appeal to the university for reinstatement.

Phi Beta Sigma has suspended all activities of the chapter, and temporarily suspended the
brothers involved in the hazing activities, pending the completion of its investigation. Per the
Regional Risk Management Policy, we ask that any questions from the press related to this

Abusing Privileges Adversely Impact Meeting Order

Organizations are generally more successful when all business is handled in an orderly, expeditious manner.
Parliamentary proceedings are designed to assist in the orderly transaction of business that comes before a
body. Any member of that body has the full right to participate in the proceedings of the organization (when he
meets the requirements for membership). His rights include being able to make motions and to have a say
during the debate, and to vote on each and every motion that comes before the assembly.

The presiding officer is responsible for conducting the meeting and ensuring that all rules are observed by the
participants. He must recognize when members are using dilatory actions to negatively affect the
proceedings. A parliamentary action, specifically a motion, is thought to be dilatory when used in such a way
that obstructs or thwarts the will of the assembly, even when it is a legal action. Thus the presiding officer has
the responsibility of making sure members are not permitted to misuse legitimate forms of motions or abuse
the privileges afforded each member by renewing motions to obstruct business.

Every organized body has the right to protect itself from the use of motions for purposes that are in direct
conflict with the intended purpose. Motions that lack any real substance and that might be considered absurd
is commonly referred to as dilatory and should not be put forward or introduced by any member in attendance.
Just as ridiculous in an organized meeting would be the practice of a few members interfering with the orderly
conduct of business by continuingly raising points of order and appealing decisions by the chair, or constantly
moving to lay motions on the table, or offering frivolous amendment after amendment. Consequently, the
business of the organization is quickly brought to a standstill when a minority of the members is allowed to
demand a division of the house on every vote, even when the result is crystal clear, or to move for
adjournment over and over again when justification for doing so does not exist.

When such situations occur and the presiding officer is convinced that a member is obstructively using
parliamentary procedures, it is within his rights to
choose not to recognize those members. But , in accor
circumstances should the chair employ such actions in order to speed up proceedings, nor let his personal

feeling affect his judgment. On the other hand, if the presiding officer merely suspects that a member has

offered a motion that was not made in good faith, the member making the motion should be given the benefit

of the doubt. As chair, one must display a fair and courteous disposition to all in attendance, but also by being

firm in ensuring that the body is protected from an
Just as important is the presiding officerds respons
body that might be in conflict with the organization

should be treated that way. Likewise, a subsequent motion that is in conflict with a motion that has been
adopted by the body is also considered out of order. These conflicting motions are always null and void
unless they were in fact adopted by the required vote to rescind or amend the motion previously adopted.

Finally, it is important to note that a member should not put forward a motion that is outside the purview of the
society or assembly. The only exception is that such a motion can be advanced if a two-thirds vote of the

body agrees to its consideration. Under normal circumstances a motion must not use language that reflects

on a member6s conduct or character, or is discourteo
only exception to the previous is a motion of censure or a motion that is predicated on some kind of

disciplinary procedures.
